JUNIOR SMALLBORE RIFLE LEAGUE IN 2006

The FHRPC, in conjunction with the NRA, is again conducting the Basic Rifle Shooting Course/Rifle Shooting Merit Badge program as part of our junior smallbore rifle league.  A schedule follows showing the course of instruction for this program.  The course stresses firearm safety, basic knowledge of firearms and ammunition, and marksmanship skills.  Students will gain experience shooting 22-caliber rimfire rifles from the shooting bench and the four basic shooting positions used in competition -- prone, sitting, kneeling and standing.

Any participant that attends five of seven lessons and demonstrates knowledge and proficiency will be recommended for a rifle shooting merit badge and will be given a certificate of completion for the course.

The FHRPC has excellent facilities, competent instructors and provides everything that is needed including rifles, ammunition, targets, hearing protection, shooting jackets, shooting mats and spotting scopes.  A nominal fee of $1 is charged when shots are fired to cover target cost.  This is an excellent opportunity for any youngster to become acquainted with firearms safety and to develop basic marksmanship skills at little or no cost.

The FHRPC has a long history with this event.  Ken Fuller, the Sight-In Team chairman, has been supporting this activity for about forty years.  Fuller has retired as chairman this year.  We owe our thanks to Ken for his years of dedication and support.  We will need to find a replacement.  Many of the other contributors have been helping for twenty years or more.

Public participation in our event was way down this year.  We don’t know why and would appreciate any feedback from the general membership.  Several things may be influential.  The average deer hunter has much better equipment and ammo than just a few years ago.  It is quite common for a shooter to fire just two or three shots to re-affirm his zero from last year.  The FHRPC general membership is larger than ever.  Many of our members are bringing guests to the range prior to Sight-In Days.  Other nice public ranges have opened in the area.  And, the publicity given to chronic wasting disease (CWD) had to discourage at least a few hunters from venturing into the woods this year.  Again, we would appreciate any feedback and suggestions for improvement in next year’s event.

NEW BENCHES AT MORNINGSIDE

Range improvements have continued this year with new concrete benches at the Morningside rifle range.  The plan is to replace all metal-frame benches with concrete-and-cinder block benches.  The new concrete benches have integral seats, much like the older metal-frame structures.  Two of the benches were completed in the early fall of 2005.  With a little luck and a lot of hard work, seven more benches will be in place by the end of spring, 2006.  There will still be ample room to shoot both prone and sitting while increasing the number of benches from six to nine.  

The six existing metal-frame benches will be moved from Morningside to the new 100-meter range at Warrior Mountain.

Jim Soulsby and Dan Webster have been the spark plugs making this job happen.  Shown in the following picture from left to right, are Jim Soulsby, Frank Snyder, and Dan Webster, when they cast the concrete tops of the new benches.  Soulsby masterfully designed the two-part concrete molds to be re-useable.  Webster did the metal work for the integral seat and rear post, along with the reinforcement rods.  Snyder served as the mix master.  A little work and ingenuity up front has made their job easier in the long run.  From the grins on their faces, one must believe that they are pleased with their creation.

The final cost of the new concrete benches will be approximately $100 per bench.

You new guys in the FHRPC can always identify Dan Webster as the guy with the most colorful hat, usually with a muzzleloader under his arm.
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CMP OFFERING CARBINES FOR SALE

Scuttlebutt has it the Civilian Marksmanship Program (CMP) will offer M1 carbines for sale to qualified individuals in the spring of 2006.  The CMP has not released any information describing the price, annual purchase limits, or the availability of carbines made by specific manufacturers.

The M1 carbine was produced during the World War 2 years in numbers greater than any other USGI service rifle up to that point in time.  The NRA publication titled “U.S. Cal. .30 Carbine” list eleven carbine manufacturers, including IBM, Inland, Irwin-Pedersen, National Postal Meter, Quality Hardware & Machine, Rock-Ola, Saginaw Steering Gear of Saginaw, Michigan, Saginaw Steering Gear of Grand Rapids, Michigan, Standard Products, Underwood, and Winchester.  These eleven manufacturers produced well over six million carbines in a time span of just 38 months.

The CMP has also solicited ideas for a new CMP games event, the M1 Carbine match.  The M1 Carbine match match will likely be conducted like the JCG, SPR, rim-fire, and sporting rifle matches now in place.

And the M1903A3 rifles mentioned in the last newsletter – they’re gone. 

TARGET PIT RENOVATED AT WARRIOR MOUNTAIN

The old railroad tie retaining wall in the target pit was removed and a new wooden catwalk   installed in a major renovation project at the Warrior Mountain range in the fall of 2005.  Dave Thompson served as the spark plug for this activity, designing the new catwalk and organizing the removal of the old railroad ties and walkway.  Thompson is a FHRPC executive officer and serves as the highpower league chairman.  The old walkway was moving away from the concrete wall several inches each year obstructing the operation of the target carriers.  It had to go.  A generous dose of heavy limestone rock was added to the bottom of the pit, along with drainage pipe, to eliminate the standing water problem that had also developed.  Over 150 tons of material was moved in the demolition of the old wall and the new construction. 

A large group of FHRPC members turned out to support his activity, along with a few non-members who participate in league shooting at the Warrior Mountain range.  FHRPC members Terry Barnes, Jon Eastham, Sylvester Schultz, Don Schneider, Gary Dawson, Wayne Stott, John Dowell, Jack Parrill, Frank Snyder, Joe Lechliter, and Jim Soulsby pulled the load.  Other help came from league shooters, including Mark Kane, Warren Jensen, Kirk Morris, Al Zentmyer, and Garey Diefenderfer.  All of these guys gave generously of their valuable time to improve our range.  Special thanks go to Terry Barnes, who again donated the use of his tractor.

LONACONING TRAP CLUB IN TIGHT SPOT

You have probably seen some of the front-page news in the Cumberland Times describing legal action brought against the Lonaconing Trap Club (LTC) for noise pollution.  Legislation was passed in the 2005 Maryland General Assembly exempting sport shooting ranges in western Maryland from noise regulations.  Most, if not all, western Maryland clubs with shooting ranges supported the legislation at the request of the LTC.  The legislation was passed but, for some reason, the LTC was cleverly left out of the protection.  The LTC boys did the leg work but have not enjoyed any of the benefit.  Their fate is still in the wind.

A ruling against the LTC may have a negative impact on all shooting ranges in Allegany, Washington, and Garrett counties.

The LTC has asked for our help one more time.

A phone call or a letter to our local Maryland legislators would be a big help.  Simply convey to our representatives that you would like their help in achieving a favorable result for the LTC and assurance that there will not be any future action brought by the Maryland Department of the Environment against sport shooting ranges in western Maryland.  Do not underestimate the power of your phone call or letter.  The FHRPC is a large group of voters and can have a big impact in future elections.
